Should you give permission for your daughter to make her own way home from the venue, or if she
will be being picked up, please indicate this on the permission slip otherwise we will assume that
she will be travelling back to school with members of staff.

Students should come to school wearing their own clothes that are appropriate for the sporting
activity, and warm enough in case of cold or wet weather, including gloves for handling skates and
to protect their hands in case of slips on the ice. They should also bring a packed lunch. Please
indicate on the permission form if your daughter is entitled to Free School Meals and would like this
provided.
